When Installing the Unit

* Do not expose the unit to rain oran environment
where it may be splashed by water orother liquids,
as doing so may result in fire or electric shock.

o Use the unit only with the voltage specified on
the unit.Using a voltage higher than that which
is specified may result in fire or electric shock.

¢ Do not cut,kink otherwise damage nor modify the
power supply cord. In addition, avoid using the
power cord in close proximity to heaters, and never
place heavy objects - including the unit itself- on
the power cord, as doing so may result in fire or
electric shock.

* Be sure to replace the unit's terminal cover after
connection completion. Because high voltage
is applied to the speaker terminals, never touch
these terminals to avoid electric shock.

To prevent a fire or electric shock, never open nor
remove the unit case as there are high voltage
components inside the unit.

Never plug in nor remove the power supply plug
with wet hands, as doing so may cause electric
shock.

When moving the unit, be sure to remove its power
supply cord fromthe wall outlet.

When Installing the Unit

Do not place heavy objects on the unit as this may
cause it to fall or break which may result in personal
injury and/or property damage.

Make sure that the volume ontrol is set to minimum
position before power is switched on. Loud noise
produced at high volume when power is switched
on can impair hearing.

If dust is allowed to accumulate in the unit over a
long period of time, a fire or damage to the unit
may result.
