ITC poweramplifiers ofthe PRECISION SERIES meetthe stringentrequirements of tough to-
uring applications. They are protected against over-temperature, overload, shorted outputs,
radio frequency interference and DC faults. The powertransistors are protected from damage
from reverse feeding of electrical energy by means of an additional special protective circuit.
For the so-called soft-start, the power outputs are switched ondelayed viarelays. An inrush
current limiter circuit prevents the mains fuses from being blown.

Maximum precisionis also guaranteed asregards mechanical construction and finish. The
robust steel chassis features remarkable torsionresistance and-is specially designedto cope
with the tough wear and tear associated with goingon tour. Thermal stability is guaranteed by
severallow noise 3-stage fans which also means thatthey canbe usedinside the studio. Comp-
arator circuits constantly compare the poweramplifiers' inputand outputsignal and control the
limiters undernon-linear operating conditions.They protectthe loudspeakers from overload due
to power stage clipping.
